The regional council is made up of eight
elected Councillors, including a
Chairman, an appointed Chief Executive
Officer (CEO) and around 140 full-time
staff.

Northland Regional Council is one of
Northland's primary environmental guardians and
aims to protect Northland's land, water, coast and
air while still allowing for sustainable
development. We are also responsible for
promoting the region's economic, social and
cultural wellbeing.

M ar sden Point Rail Link

The Regiona Council is funding a one-third
sharein a$10M project to designate an Oakleigh
to Marsden Point rail link corridor. The project
currently only covers the first stage - to secure
the route and provide certainty to landowners
involved. It is proposed that rail network
operator ONTRACK and Central Government
would also contribute one-third each.

Threaded through this were many issues such as vehicles
on beaches, the Marsden Point rail link, urbanisation,
rating, WDC rates and infrastructure, Northland Ports,
Auckland and Tauranga Ports, council income and found
at least 4 reasons why Colin should be fined.

Regional Events Centre

The Northland Regional Council has agreed to
fund a $13 million stake in a multi-purpose
Regional Events Centre on the current Okara
Parksitein Whangarei. TheWhangareDistrict
Council will contribute $2.5 million, with an
independently appointed Trust to plan, build and
manage the Okara Park-based facility.

Northland's natural environment is something special. We
have 1,700kms coastline, 1.26 million hectares of land,
excellent air quality and an abundance of freshwater. But
our environment is fragile and always at risk.
