In his introduction of Peter to the club, Jim outlined how Peter is a local person with strong links to the
Hikurangi/Hukerenui area. He is an Industrial engineer and owner operator of Activ Refrigeration. His father
was Ben Smith, a farmer from Hikurangi who Jim visited in his role as a farm advisor.

Peter began his biography with a photo of his family home, located on the Hikurangi swamp, an area that
was later part of the irrigation project turning swampy land into good dairying farmland. he shared a number
of other photos from the family album including pictures of the family attending the A&P show, Peter in his
hockey team, and photos of the farm including an interesting shot of the tractor plough/grinder his father
invented to turn the land and get rid of the kauri stumps at the same time.

Peter spent most of his school years at Hikurangi, finally going to Kamo High School for his fifth and sixth
form years. Following this he joined the Air Force where he did his basic training at Woodbourne in
Blenheim. He was then posted to Auckland and joined the Squadron looking after Orions. This was followed
by Overseas deployments on exercises with Australia and United States Defence Forces working in various
areas around the Pacific Rim.

Peter married Rio in Thames. They moved to Hikurangi where Peter took up work with the Dairy Factory
and then with the new plant at Kauri where he rose to management level. During this time he finished his
Electrical Engineering qualifications. Peter and Rio have two daughters who attended Hikurangi School then
at 12 they went to Turakina Girls School in Marton, following their mothers footsteps where they also had
the opportunity to learn about the Maori Culture, their heritage from their mothers side of the family. Karen
graduated from University with a BA in Education and Maori Studies and Rachel graduated with a double
degree in Law and Languages. Peter was a keen Hockey player and in recent years is a dedicated marathon
runner taking part in the Kerikeri Half marathon.
