Foundation month a great time for EREY pledge
In 2004, The Rotary Foundation embarked on a new venture to boost its ability to do good in the world. The
goal was to encourage every Rotarian to support Foundation programs by giving at least US$100 to the Annual

Programs Fund every year. Contributions to the Annual Programs Fund have nearly doubled — from $55.8
million in 2002-03 to a record $102.5 million in 2006-07.

But reaching the 2007-08 Annual Programs Fund goal of $120 million is not merely about every Rotarian
donating $100. It’s about each of us generously giving to the best of our ability. For some Rotarians, that
amount might be $100, for others $1,000, for still others $10,000.

By raising the bar for support of our Foundation, we can guarantee that its educational and humanitarian
programs will be available to more people than ever before. More students will become Ambassadorial Scholars,
and many more young professionals will take part in a Group Study Exchange. Increased donations will give
greater access to safe drinking water, food supplies, and health care. Imagine once-malnourished children
becoming doctors, newly literate people becoming teachers, and those in conflict areas becoming peacemakers.

Eradication a must with polio Ojusta plane ride awayO

A national health alert was issued in Australia on 13 July after a 22-year-old Pakistani student was diagnosed
with polio, the first case of the virus in the country in 21 years. The student, Zaheer Ahmed, apparently
contracted the disease on a recent trip to Pakistan, one of just four countries — along with Afghanistan, India, and
Nigeria — still polio-endemic.

His symptoms included initial paralysis, and during his recovery at Melbourne’s Box Hill Hospital, Ahmed was
kept in isolation until he tested negative for the virus. He was released on 9 August. Fortunately, Australia’s
system of routine immunisations made an outbreak there unlikely.

Meanwhile, two cases of polio were detected in July in Chad, one of them near the Darfur region of Sudan. A
cross-border emergency response was planned, and Rotary’s PolioPlus Partners program quickly released
US$241,000 to support urgent preventive immunisation activities in Sudan, which had previously requested the
funds through the Open Projects List. (Get details on the list at www.rotary.org.)

Robert S. Scott, chair of The Rotary Foundation Trustees and the International PolioPlus Committee, called the
new cases a “wake-up call” and said they prove “beyond a doubt that polio in your polio-free country is just a
plane ride away. It’s essential to continue with the PolioPlus program.”

Because the student’s clothing had been confiscated when he went into quarantine, arrangements were made to
provide him with new clothes. Jennifer Coburn, of the Rotary Club of Mont Albert & Surrey Hills, visited the
patient in isolation after verifying her own polio immunisation. She brought Ahmed books, puzzles, and the
daily newspaper.

“This is a definite and very easy way to assist a person in need of support,” said Coburn, noting how far the
student was from his family and the intense media scrutiny he’d been under after the alert was issued.

Since Rotary launched its PolioPlus program in 1985, more than two billion children have received the oral
polio vaccine, and the number of cases has declined by 99 percent. Today, more than 500,000 cases of polio are
prevented each year through the work of the Global Polio Eradication Initiative. — Vanessa N. Glavinskas
