Geography of Nepal is . Nepal is of roughly 
trapezoidal shape, 800 kilometres long and 200 
kilometres wide, with an area of 147,181 square 
kilometres. Nepal is commonly divided into four 
physiographic areas: the Mountain, Hill, Siwalik 
region and Terai Regions. These ecological belts 
run east-west and are bisected by Nepal's major 
river systems. Nepal is roughly the same size as 
England. Nepal has five climatic zones, broadly 
corresponding to altitude.  Situated in the Great 
Himalayan Range in Northern part of Nepal, 
Mount Everest has the highest altitude of any 
mountain in the world. Technically, the south-east 
ridge on the Nepali side of the mountain is easier 
to climb, so most climbers travel to Everest 
through Nepal. Nepal has a population of 26.5 
million.

The Himalaya is the world's mightiest mountain range. 
No other chain can boast of peaks of 8,000 metres 
(26,000 feet). In the Himalaya there are 14 such peaks 
and hundreds of summits over 7,000 metres (23,000 
feet) high. The range of mountains stretches 2,700kms 
(1,700 miles) across an area between Assam and 
Kashmir. In the east, Namche Barwa stands sentinel; the 
western extremity is guarded by the awesome Nanga 
Parbat.

Mike shared a powerpoint show of his recent trip 
to Nepal . His movies showed panoramic views of 
the Himalayas, sunset views of Everest and vistas 
of snow peaked mountain tops.  

While Mike was making his way up the mountain 
trail, he realised he would take too long to get to 
the point where he would be able to get a photo of 
the sun setting over the mountains, so his guide ran 
up the last  400 metres and took the photo - at the 
height they were it would of take Mike another half 
hour to reach the same point. 

At 5000m the air has half the amount of oxygen as 
it does at ground level. Most climbers cover 300m 
a day and it is recommended that a two day stop is 
taken after 1000m.

Mike also explained the needs of a school he has 
previously taught English in. It is a self funding 
school and makes it money making carpets and 
furniture.  Discussion followed about how rotary 
may be of assistance.
