Guest Speakers: Joyce Matamaki and Willie Tetu.
Joyce and Willie introduced their talk with some information about the cook Islands, which consists of
15 separate Islands. Rarotonga has the largest hospital in the Cook Islands with 80 beds, Xray Lab,
surgery ward. Willie has worked for 16 years - his job involves a lot of running around. They do not
have the range of equipment available to the Ambulance Service in New Zealand and need a lot of help
updating equipment. Trauma Trining is received in Rarotonga once a year. Involves all of the services
such as Red Cross and Fire Brigade. Willie expressed his amazement of what happens in Whangarei -
in comparison whangarei gives more treatment on the road and at the scene of an accident, including
giving medication. Willie also expressed is huge appreciation for the hospitality of Whangarei St Johns
and has learnt a lot of thiings he can take back.

Joyce has been a midwife for 10 years including training in Fiji during 2003 and Auckland 2006.
Everyone spends time in all departments but Joyce indicated that the theatre is not her preferred field.
They have basic equipment in Rarotonga - Whangarei is advanced with equipment.

Joyce and Willie presented the club with a carved wooden whale.

Jim gave the club some background on the Bernard Bowden Trust. It has been operating for 20 year and
13 people from the Islands have visited and had professional support in Whangarei medical services.
